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LEILLA HELLER

Imagine being a dealer promoting Middle Eastern art
in New York post-9/11. It has been a tough job, but
Leila Heller has pulled it off. The Iranian-born Brown
University graduate — who has worked with the likes
of Andy Warhol and Jeffrey Deitch - is a cultural island
in the Big Apple. After operating a space on Madison
Avenue for 25 years, Heller added a second location in
late 2011 - a 325-square-metre space in Chelsea, on
the same block as the Pace and Marlborough galleries.
A fierce networker, her vernissages see the likes of
Christian Amanpour, Bob Colacello, Her Majesty

Farah Pahlavi, Tom Wolfe and Eleanor Coppolain
attendance. She has also invited artists and curators,
including Sam Bardaouil and Till Fellrath, Shirin Neshat
and Ashok Adiceam to curate shows at her space.

Last year alone, Leila Heller Gallery participated in
nine art fairs — in New York, Miami, Abu Dhabi, Dubai
and Los Angeles, among others — and has flown the
flag for Middle Eastern art at all of them. Dubbed by
some admirers as an ‘Energizer Bunny;, Heller has been
instrumental in numerous initiatives that have sought
to promote the region’s art. In just one year, 2012, she
placed works by the likes of Marcos Grigorian, Ayad
Al-Kadhi, Shoja Azari, Pouran Jinchi, Shiva Ahmadi,
Reza Derakshani and Hadieh Shafie in museums such
as The Metropolitan Museum of Art, the Los Angeles
County Museum of Art, the Detroit Institute of

Arts, the Brooklyn Museum and the San Francisco

Art Museum.
