Exhibited internationally, his monumental public
art and smaller, more intimate pieces transmit his passion for eternal
values and authentic emotions. He is best known for expressive
recreations of human hands. “I wanted to sculpt what is considered
the hardest and most technically challenging part of the human body”,
he asserts.“The hand holds so much power – the power to love,
to hate, to create, to destroy”, Lorenzo adds.

THE GREATEST GOAL

A united world for sustainability

Lorenzo Quinn holds the Guinnes World Record for the largest recycled 
stainless sculpture in the world. Over 130 tons of recycled steel was used
for this sculpture called ‘The Goal of the Century’.

Aspiring to create “Progress for Humanity” through advanced technology 
and innovation, Hyundai Motor Company joined hands with Lorenzo Quinn 
to create this monumental work of art inspired by their shared dream of a 
united world for sustainability. Reflecting these values, two human torsos 
emerge from the earth like colossal goalposts, their outstretched arms 
linked together at the center in solidarity to form a gigantic crossbar. This 
heroic embrace forms “The Greatest Goal”, a symbol of the philosophy 
that mankind is capable of uniting to create a sustainable tomorrow.

Crafted from recycled steel, the sculpture features over 70,000 welding 
points. The net, woven by Qatari fishermen living in Doha, celebrates 
local artisanal culture while innovating traditional craft techniques. The 
globe, dressed with living layers of foliage, reflects a pledge to protect 
the health of the planet. The sculpture stands proud as a legacy of our 
generation, uniting fans across the world in a common goal.

In Lorenzo’s words, “as an artist, as a father and as a person, I aspire to
leave the world in a better condition than I was born into. The world is a 
marvelous but precarious gift, where life on this planet is held in a delicate 
balance.I’m energized by the sound of raindrops on the rooftop and by
a plentiful waterfall, by a clean ocean full of life, by an African plain with
free roaming wildlife, by a clear blue, clean sky, by ice in the poles and
a proper spread of seasons. The world, OUR planet, is beautiful and 
bountiful, let us ensure its fruitful longevity.”

LORENZO QUINN

BIOGRAPHY

Lorenzo Quinn (b. 1966, Rome) is a renowned Italian 
contemporary artist known for his figurative sculptures.
Son of Mexican-American actor Anthony Quinn and Iolanda 
Addolori, Quinn lived throughout the years between Italy 
and the United States. Initially interested in Surrealist 
painting, he studied at the American Academy of Fine Arts 
in New York. At the age of 21, Quinn decided that his future 
was in sculpture, an art in which could fully embody his 
energy and originality.

His sculptural work often depicts human emotions such as 
love and faith, both on a monumental and intimate scale. 
His works are often inspired by artists such as Michelangelo, 
Bernini and Rodin. Lorenzo has exhibited his work in several 
countries of the world and his most monumental and public 
works, as well as his smallest and most intimate pieces, 
convey his passion for imperishable values and authentic 
emotions.

The artist is especially known for his expressive sculptural 
representations of human hands. Quinn’s work is part of 
numerous collections, and over the past thirty years has 
been included in exhibitions globally. His public sculptures 
have been exhibited worldwide including Support, 
presented during the Venice Biennale 2017; Together, at 
Giza, the pyramids in Egypt and Cannes Festival 2021; 
Baby 3.0 at Palazzo Ca’Corner and The Greatest Goal as 
the inauguration masterpiece of Hyundai FIFA World Cup 
Qatar 2022.

Building Bridges presented during the 2019 Venice 
Biennale has become an icon at the end of the Arsenale 
walk and symbolizes the six universal values of humanity, 
friendship, faith, help, love, hope and wisdom. Amongst 
his other commissions include The Tree of Life, created 
for the United Nations; Empowerment, for The Duke of 
Edinburgh’s International Award, that offers young people 
new opportunities, and thus empowering them to grow and 
feel their worth; and Rising through Education, representing 
the power of knowledge and claiming its access to all 
generations and nationalities.
